SIU International aims to be a leading international university, with an emphasis on research, striving for excellence in learning and teaching, innovation, leadership, management, entrepreneurship, outreach and service with the highest ethical standards and social responsibilities.

Operations

Operations of SIU International are carried out at two locations:

Graduate operations at the Graduate Building on Viphavadi-Rangsit Road, midtown Bangkok, with convenient access to mass transit systems.
Undergraduate operations at the award-winning Main Campus with full facilities located at 99 Moo 10, Bangtoey, Samkok, Pathumthani, about 50 km (50-minute drive) from downtown Bangkok. Pre-sessional programs, with dorm stay, for high school students interested in international programs are also offered during March – May and October each year.
SIU International operates on a semester basis. Each regular semester lasts 15-16 weeks, with Semester 1 starting in early June and Semester 2 starting in late October. Summer session during March-May is optional. New students are admitted twice a year before the start of both regular semesters. Normally students register for 9-12 credits per regular semester.
